The full-
service spa, which opened in 2006, features 10 luxurious treatment rooms; customized
body treatments; a soothing Infinity Tub that is filled from the ceiling; an opulent Roman
Bath situated beneath a waterfall overlooking Table Rock Lake; a lake-view Movement

Therapy Studio for Yoga; and a unique Barber Spa.

The resort’s Chateau on the Lake Marina, open most of the year, offers more water sports
activities than any other resort in the Midwest. Offerings at the full-service marina
include overnight boat slips, and an array of watercraft rentals, which includes ski boats,
fishing boats, waverunners, catamarans, paddle boats, sea kayaks, and canoes.
